1.PRODUCE SHARE

Beginning in May and continuing through the Fall season, our Produce
Share is designed to provide fresh produce including salad greens, gar-
lic, broccoli, chard, beets, squash, peppers, and tomatoes... just to name
a few. Start date = 5/12 and end date = 10/25

Full Share = $500.00

(25 weeks of produce from start date to end date)

1/2 Share = $250.00

Flex Option = $20/week for 10 weeks. You pick the dates.

Enjoying Colorado fruit season is one of life’s simple pleasures. The Ela
Family Farms CSA fruit share offers 75 Ibs. of organic fruit for 12 weeks
plus apple cider in the fall. This seasonal share includes peaches, pears,
plums and apples. The last pick-up includes a 20 Ib. box of storage
apples that you can enjoy into the New Year. The rst 11 weeks average
5.5 Ibs. of fruit per week.

FRUIT SHARE = $205.00

(12 weeks of Ela Family Farms’ fresh fruit starting Aug. 12th)
